Manet – “Luncheon on the Grass” – Manet’s Destruction of Classical Perspective
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Critics considered this painting “immoral.”  Many thought he was “mad, incompetent, or a prankster” as this picture had no “theme” or “story” that could be understood.  As for perspective, if corrected for perspective the woman in the background would be nine-foot tall.  
“The paintings inflammatory content and strange construction tacitly challenged Aristotle’s logic and Euclid’s space, and called into questions an entire paradigm built upon reason and perspective.”
